The facility has a Reuse Room stocked with items brought in
for disposal that are still in useable condition. The inventory
often includes paint, wood stain, garden products and a wide
variety of cleansers—and they're all free to facility users! The
Reuse Room is open Monday - Saturday, 9 a.m. — 3:30 p.m.

State regulations limit the transportation of
hazardous waste to 15 gallons or 125 pounds per
visit. Individual containers are limited to 5-gallon

capacity.

There is no drop-off fee and no appointment
necessary for residents of central Contra Costa
County. Small businesses require an appointment
and are charged a nominal fee.
