This project was accelerated at the request of the City. Since EBMUD was already replacing water mains in the area, and the City has plans to pave and replace concrete, Central San was requested to replace the sewer mains in coordination with the two existing projects.

Central San has participated in three virtual public meetings (EMMUD’s construction meeting, a public workshop for Central San’s project, and a pre-construction Q&A for Central San’s project). Communication for the project has been a cooperative effort with the Downtown Association and City staff.

One block at a time will be closed to traffic during construction hours; however, sidewalk and business access will remain open. After hours, full street access will be available.

Our contractor and inspector will work with businesses for deliveries, and emergency and routine services (mail, trash pick-up, etc.) will be maintained.

The contractor will work to control dusk during construction, the site will be swept daily, and street sweepers will be used every Friday.
