> Prevent accidental spillage of liquids or solids by storing hazardous
materials away from drains, in secondary containment.

» Train employees on the nature of materials and proper handling.

» Train employees on spill prevention techniques and spill cleanup
procedures.

» Train employees on procedures to be followed in the event of an
accidental spill and/or discharge to the sanitary sewer and/or storm drain
systems.

> If there is an accidental spill and/or discharge to the sanitary sewer and/or
storm drain systems, see reverse side for notification procedures.

> If there is an immediate danger to life and/or health, call 911.
